David spent four seasons with the LA Rams as their
starting defensive tackle, leading one of the best defenses
the LA Rams ever had. After retiring from professional
football, David felt compelled by God to start Gibraltar
Ministries. David founded Gibraltar Christian Church in
July 2002 located in Fayetteville, Georgia. Through his
church, he and his staff are able to impart to youth the
importance of education, good
moral fiber, and having a strong
relationship with Jesus Christ.
